Menorah candlestick – This is a  

special candle holder that is lit to 

remember God.

The Ner Tamid (ever-burning  

lamp) – this lamp is always on – 

it means that God is always with 

Jewish people. That must feel nice.

The Ark – this is a special cupboard 

where the big scrolls are kept. These 

are like special books and tell Jews 

what God wants them to do.
